HOW TO BECOME AN ACTIVE DUTY AF CHAPLAIN

1.
Call AF Chaplain Recruiting Office (AFRS/RSOCC) for qualifying information.
2. 
Ask your ecclesiastical endorsing agent to mail your endorsement, DD Form 2088, to HQ AFRS/RSOCC as soon as possible-see CUT-OFF dates below. 

3. 
(For Roman Catholic Priests) Ask your bishop or religious superior to send a of permission for an initial three years of military service to Archbishop John J. Kaising, Archdiocese for the Military Services, USA (AMS), PO Box 4469, Washington DC 20017-0469, (202) 269-9100, www.milarch.org
4. 
After HQ AFRS/RSOCC receives the endorsement and pre-screening documents, an applicant is sent. 
5. 
Applications must be completed three weeks prior to the selection board.  All completed and qualified applications meet a board.  Best-qualified clergy applicants are selected and offered active duty chaplain positions for an initial three years.
